Explanation of EWG Climatology 

    The EWG Climatology is based on 19 years worth of data, 

and broken down into two themes, the X and the medct.  There is an X and medct theme for each month.   

The X theme or extent theme is the amount of years out of 19 which ice is present in a particular area.  Example you are looking at the xmar theme and the area you query is 10 that means that ice was present in that area 10 years out of the 19.  The attribute you should select to query this theme is occurrences.        

The medct theme or median concentration theme is an average of the total concentration of the ice in a particular spot during the month you have selected.  Example lets say you are looking at the medctmar theme and you query an area and it is 7 that means that the average total concentration in that area in the month of March is 7 tenths.  The attribute you should select to query these themes is the medct attribute.  

The extent polygon coverages are named with a x prefixing the first three letters of a month and a p suffixing it to represent a polygon coverage ex xjanp is the extent coverage for the month of January.  The extent grids are named with a x prefixing the first three letters of the month and a g suffixing it to represent the fact that it is in fact a grid. Ex xjang is the extent grid for the month of January.

The medct polygon coverages are named with a medct prefixing the first three letters of a month and a p suffixing it to represent the fact that it is a polygon coverage.  Ex medctjanp is the median concentration coverage for the month of January.  The medctgrids are named with a medct prefixing the first three letters of the month name and a g suffixing it to represent the fact that it is a grid.  Ex medctjang is the median concentration grid for the month of January.
