Weather Outlook:


Our season is coming to a close quite fittingly, with temperatures running 15-20 degrees above normal through the period.  The only major feature is a large upper ridge that builds in and pushes temperatures across the region into the mid-to-upper 70s across the Chesapeake, and upper 60s/lower 70s for upper regions of the Delaware.  Needless to say, there is very little to discuss with respect to any ice formation so enjoy the fair weather!

Water temperatures have begun to warm back in to the mid-to-upper 40s across the Chesapeake and Delaware Bays.
