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Weekly Ice Forecast for the Chesapeake and Delaware Bays

Weather Outlook:


This week features the first extended near-freezing conditions of the 2014-2015 ice season.  A long-wave trough moves out of the north-central US and ushers in several days of colder temperatures beginning Tuesday and lasting into this weekend.  The axis of cold air arrives New Year’s Eve and New Year’s Day with temperatures only reaching the low-to-mid 30s in the Upper Delaware Bay and the mid-to-upper 30s across the southern Chesapeake after overnight lows well into the 20s.  Temperatures begin to moderate some by Friday before a more definitive warm-up into next weekend.

Ice may begin to form in sheltered bays and harbors overnight Tuesday and continue into Friday.  No significant ice in main channels expected.
Upper Chesapeake Bay:

Ice may begin to form in sheltered bays and harbors overnight Tuesday and continue into Friday.  No significant ice in main channels expected.
Lower Chesapeake Bay:
Diurnal ice is likely Tues-Fri in sheltered bays and harbors.  No significant ice expected.
