Weather Outlook:


Below normal temperatures continue to be the norm for much of this week with only a blip to the warm side on Thursday.  Nonetheless, cooler-than-normal is now still temperatures in the 40s and 50s, making icing a non-factor going forward.  This will be the final forecast issued for this season.  
Ice Conditions:


While there may be isolated pockets of rotting ice remaining in small, shaded bays, ice has not been visible for several days via satellite imagery.  A final analysis will be out later this afternoon to close out the season.
