Weather Outlook:


Warm conditions continue over the Mid-Atlantic through the first half of this week and even as cooler weather returns for the weekend, periods of sub-freezing temperatures are minimal.  Southerly flow sends temperatures well into the 50s and 60s across the region through Wednesday before a cold front ushers in the return of cooler-than-normal temperatures into the weekend.  A storm system on Friday could keep temperatures at or slightly above freezing but for the most part, only overnight low temperatures reach sub-freezing and even then, only slightly, leaving the Chesapeake and Delaware Bays open water through this week
